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Disease and Mortality in the History of Taiwan
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Abstract

This essay aims to provide a survey of historical records related to disease and
mortality in Taiwan up to the decade of 1920s that marked an important period of
transition in the social history of Taiwan. It is attempted to sketch the condition of
human diseases before the health transition took place in Taiwan. With qualitative data
gathered from various historical records, we try to describe endemic and epidemic
diseases suffered by the people in Taiwan since the seventeenth century. With some
statistics available in the early twentieth century, we try to understand the health
conditions of the Taiwanese and trace major causes of death. We also touch upon various
methods for preventing diseases, superstitious customs or effective medicine, social
enforcement or epidemiological treatment, that have been adopted in Taiwan during the
past few hundred years. Further studies are no doubt required for all these aspects and

for details of specific diseases and their social, cultural and historical implications.
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
